BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

The District’s received additional Title | funds for 2009-10 as part of the
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA). The regulations
accompanying this funding require the District to allocate a certain
percentage of the funds for mandated activities, similar to general Title |
funding; these mandated activities include school choice transportation,
Supplemental Educational Services (SES), professional development, and
funding to ensure Highly Qualified Teachers. These mandated
allocations equal 35% of the budget, a total of $215,152 of the District’s
ARRA Title | funds. These required expenditures would limit the
District’s ability to distribute the funding to school sites for needed
services. The attached waiver will allow BUSD flexibility to distribute
funding to school sites in lieu of holding it centrally for specific services;
the waiver does not prevent the District from using the funding for these
purposes if so needed.

The Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of
2006 provides school districts with funding for the improvement of
secondary vocational and technical education programs.

Progress on the goals from the 2009-2010 application are listed below:

o We passed a Redesign plan which calls for the creation of a fifth small
school with a focus on green technology to begin in 09-10.

Although the actual Green Academy was not begun in the 2009-2010 school
year, the design of it and the RFA was accomplished with the school board
approval in April 2010. The Green Academy will have two career technical
education pathways; one focusing on Energy and Utilities and the other On
Environmental Science.

o Per our Redesign Plan, we are implementing weekly professional
development meetings which incorporate CTE standards.

Weekly professional development was held each Monday morning throughout
the 2009-2010 school year. California Partnership Academies used their staff
development time throughout the year to make sure that the CTE standards
in their cluster were incorporated with their academics.

o We will continue to develop service learning opportunities in the
community in all our small learning communities and foster career
pathways per our California Partnership Academy requirements and our
school’s WASC plan.

This was accomplished as most of the small learning communities now
require community service or provide service learning opportunities. Each
Partnership Academy met their required outcomes per their annual report due
in October 2009. We began discussion on CTE and the WASC report in
preparation for the 2010-2011 schoof year, during which we begin the
process of renewal..

« We will continue to develop career technical education pathways by
working closely with the East Bay Green Corridor group which brings
together local community college leaders, the University of California,



local green businesses, the City of Berkeley, and local leaders from
Richmond, Berkeley, El Cerrito and Albany.

We have continued to be active participants in the East Bay Green Corridor,
which hosted a Green Career Fair on the Berkeley High campus in March,
2010 with 60 local businesses, 300 students, and 6 local post-secondary
education institutions represented. We also established a new Green
Academy. It is an ongoing goal to continue to work closely with the major
businesses and post-secondary education leaders in this pathway. We have
also explored and expanded articulation agreements for our other career
tech. education pathways with the Peralta Community College District,
including an expanded Health pathway and Education pathway with Berkeley
Community College.

2. During the 2009-10 school year, how has the LEA’s CTE Advisory Committee
been involved in the ongoing development, implementation, and evaluation of
CTE programs?

The Advisory Committee reviewed all four of the California Partnership
Academies' final reports before they were sent to the state by the deadline of
October 15, 2009. The commiftee was also involved with the development of
the Green Academy's RFA and presentation to the Board of Education as
well as helping to develop partnerships.

3. What is the status of Career Technical Student Organizations (CTSOs) in the
LEA’s CTE programs? How has the LEA embedded leadership development in
all CTE courses?

All of our five California Partnership Academies have leadership components
built into their CTE classes since it is part of their mission to prepare the
students to become leaders in the fields that they represent. In addition,
each CPA has a student leadership program. Each CPA also has a
leadership team with representatives from their student, parent, and staff
communities which set policies for each Academy. Representatives from
each leadership team then go back to their individual communities for their
feedback. There has been some progress toward connecting with student
organizations that are associated with each career cluster.

4. ldentify at least three measurable outcomes from the local CTE plan on which
the LEA will focus in 2010-11.

o Increase the number of students who enroll in and successfully complete the
sequence of classes in each program (CDE-101-E1). This will be annually tracked
and evaluated via the E1 report.

o Satisfaction of the local community and especially the specific industry partners, with
our CTE pathways and the qualily of its graduates as measured by continued and/or
increased participation.

o Increased number of articulation agreements with post-secondary education
instututions.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:
The Berkeley Public Schools Educational Excellence Act of 2006 (Measure A
of 2006) allocates 6.25% of the available revenues annually to:

Providing quality instructional programs in music and the visual arts
for elementary and middle school students. Revenues may be used
for, but are not restricted to, providing qualified teachers and staff,
professional development in the arts, musical instruments and
instructional materials, services and equipment necessary to
conduct these programs. (Section 3.B.ii.b)

The Annual Plan for the expenditure of the BSEP/ Measure A monies to
support the Visual and Performing Arts Program (VAPA) in 2010-11, was
developed by the VAPA Subcommittee, which met and discussed the
program from January through April, 2010 and was approved by the BSEP
Planning and Oversight Committee on May 15, 2010.

BSEP/Measure A funds will provide for the continuation of the grades 4-8
instrumental and choral music program and also for support for arts
instruction and professional development in arts integration in the K-8
schools.

MUSIC PROGRAM

Music Program Staffing
The music staffing model for the 2010-11 school year is the same as that in
FY 2009-10. The total staffing for the music program is:
e Music Teachers, grades 4-8, 10.16 FTE
(Includes 4.16 FTE for General Fund Release Time)
¢ Music Tutors and Instructional Specialists (1.S.) for middle school
sectionals (hourly) 1 I.S. and 2 tutors = approx. $8,000
e Music Library Technician, 1.0 FTE
e District Program Supervisor, 1.0 FTE
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e Substitutes for Cazadero Performing Arts Camp, Berkeley Symphony
and other events = approx $6,500

Total = 10.16 FTE certificated staff; 1.0 FTE classified staff; hourly
Funded Directly by BSEP - $735,000
Transfer to the General Fund - $362,000

Third grade students will continue to receive music instruction once each
week during release time supported by the General Fund. The
instructional focus is on ear training, rhythm and note reading using Orff
pitched percussion instruments, recorders, and the voice.

Fourth and fifth grade students will continue to receive music instruction
twice per week during two of the five release periods of the classroom
teachers, funded by the BSEP/Measure A music budget. Four types of
instruction are delivered—strings (orchestra), woodwinds and brass (band),
percussion and choral music—by providing three music teachers for the
prep period of every two classroom teachers (4.16 FTE total). Several
additional music teachers may be assigned for 4th and 5t grades, where
needed to maintain manageable class sizes and to allow for grade level
groupings where there are combination classes (3.68 FTE). (The total
number of classes for the 2010-11 school year may need to be altered when
school opens based on variances in enrollment.)

Middle school enrollment in music classes continues to grow. Students
choose between 6th Grade Band, 7th-8th grade Band, Orchestra and Chorus.
Classes are held five days a week, usually during zero period (2.36 FTE).
Jazz Band is an after-school elective four days a week at King. In 2010-11,
it is proposed that a sixth grade Orchestra class be added at King. Band
students at Willard will have the option of joining the Jazz Band three days
a week.

Musical Instruments and Instructional Materials $119,500
Berkeley is one of the few California school districts that loans instruments
to music students so that students of all financial levels have equal access
to the program. In addition, students are supplied with music method
books and workbooks, recorders, reeds, strings, and sheet music, and
classrooms are provided with music stands, music carts and storage units.
Instruments are repaired as needed and new ones purchased to replace
those that are beyond repair.

The music library collection continues to be upgraded to help students
develop as musicians. As the number of students enrolled in music classes
continues to grow at the middle schools (where two new classes will be
added in 2010-11) so does the need for additional instruments, repairs and
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instructional materials. As the students become more proficient, there is
also a need for more sophisticated instruments.

Mileage Reimbursement for Music Teachers $6,000
Nearly all of the elementary and middle school music teachers travel to
three or four schools each day and visit five or six schools during the
course of the week. This allocation is to provide mileage reimbursement for
this travel.

Music Professional Development

$5,000

In 2010-11 professional development will be scheduled for 15 music
teachers. In 2009-10 music teachers participated in workshops with
Matthew Hazelwood (conducting) and Gabriel Harris (drumming and
percussion).

VISUAL & PERFORMING ARTS PROGRAM

VAPA Professional Development: $91,500
Arts Anchor Schools & Workshops

Arts Anchor funding is available to schools where staffs are willing to
undertake professional development in arts integration. Recognizing that
guality professional development has a lasting impact on the quality of
teaching, the VAPA plan supports arts integration modeling and coaching
in the classroom for elementary teachers at the Arts Anchor schools.

Eight K-5 schools participated in the Arts Anchor program in 2009-10. The
goal for 2010-11 is that ten schools will be Arts Anchor Schools, with each
choosing an arts integration focus and teaching artist provider. Longfellow
will likely become the first middle school to receive Arts Anchor funding; it
is expected that Visual Thinking Strategies (VTS) will be the arts provider.

Teachers at the Arts Anchor schools design the professional development
focus as a team and work with an arts provider (e.g. MOCHA, Opera
Piccola) or certificated arts teacher to plan an integrated arts curriculum.
The teaching-artist or certificated teacher models classroom teaching of the
art form and coaches the classroom teachers in teaching and integrating
the art form (dance, theater, visual arts, or music). Teams meet regularly as
a group and with the arts provider to discuss and refine integrated
curriculum with the goal of deeper learning and understanding for all
students.

Classroom teachers value modeling and coaching because the teaching
artist becomes part of the Arts Anchor team, collaborating with the
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classroom teachers on writing curriculum and designing units of study that
integrate the arts. Coaching strengthens the teacher’s skills as it provides
a one-on-one opportunity for reflection and support.

Principals and teachers report a new level of confidence among classroom
teachers in undertaking arts integration on their own. Classroom teachers
eagerly choose curriculum and an art focus for the year. Dance and class
plays have become “something we do at this school” and there is “art on all
the walls.”

This allocation includes $1,500 to continue specialized professional
development workshops for all seven K-8 arts teachers in 2010-11. In
2009-10 Visual arts teachers worked with Sara Stillman on the Studio
Habits of Mind (Project Zero at Harvard).

Performing Arts Teachers for the Middle Schools $30,000
In school year 2009-10 funds for middle school arts were allocated from the
BSEP Class Size Reduction Fund for “Expanded Course Offerings.” (In
April 2010, the drama and music teachers supported by this funding
collaborated on a production of Romeo and Juliet.) The same allocation
from the BSEP Class Size Reduction Fund—.40 FTE for King, .20 FTE each
for Longfellow and Willard—is expected to continue in 2010-11.

In addition, it is being recommended that $30,000 from this BSEP VAPA
fund be made available to the three middle schools to support performing
arts courses in dance and choral music in 2010-11. Each of the three
schools will supplement this allocation in order that they may provide a
dance class at Longfellow during the school day, a chorus or dance class at
Willard and an expanded 7t period dance class at King.

VAPA Instructional Materials $6,000
This allocation provides middle school drama production materials.

ARTS OUTREACH

Making Learning Visible:

Arts Bus & Performing Arts Showcase $5,800

As a partner in the Alameda County Office of Education ALLIANCE for Arts
Learning Leadership, BUSD participates in March IS Art Education Month
each year. These monies are to support the Arts Bus and the Performing
Arts Showcase, presenting the talents and accomplishments of our
students.

In January the Arts Bus, two bus loads of Berkeley High School performing

arts students, travels to all three middle schools in one day, presenting a
50 minute sampler of the dance, drama, vocal and instrumental music and
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visual arts opportunities at Berkeley High School to the eighth grade
students (who will soon be registering for their ninth grade classes at BHS).
Experiencing the many options available for participation in the arts at the
BHS supports students in their transition from middle school to high
school.

Each March, as a component of March IS Arts Education Month, the VAPA
Department presents the Performing Arts Showcase, an afternoon of 5th-
12th grade music at the Berkeley Community Theater. In March of 2010
over 500 students participated in Chorus, Orchestra and Band ensembles
by grade level. An enthusiastic audience of over 2,000 cheered the student
musicians. Teachers are paid hourly for weekend rehearsal and
performance time.

COLLABORATIVE PARTNERSHIPS & COMMUNITY SUPPORT

Berkeley Symphony, Cal Performances & Cazadero Performing Arts
Camp $10,600
BUSD is fortunate to have the strong, ongoing support of local arts
organizations who partner with the district to provide participatory
opportunities for our students.

In 2010-11 all eleven elementary schools will continue to participate in the
three stage program with the Berkeley Symphony Orchestra. Teachers will
continue to attend workshops and host guest artists in their classrooms via
the “School Time Performances” program of Cal Performances. Fifth
graders and middle school students will again travel to Cazadero
Performing Arts Camp for a “Jumpstart” retreat. This allocation consists of
$10,000 to support the Berkeley Symphony program at the eleven
elementary schools, and $600 to support Cal Performances in the
classroom workshops.

Additional Support for Arts Programs in BUSD

Other local organizations, both school-based and community-based,
provide vital support to BUSD arts education. These efforts are expected to
continue in 2010-11.

The Berkeley Public Education Foundation traditionally supports a number
of arts projects proposed by individual teachers at all grade levels. BUSD
School Governance Councils also have funded arts teachers and projects at
several schools, and most school PTAs have provided arts funding. In
2009-10, four elementary schools used their first and/or second grade
release time for music instruction and three other elementary schools
provided singing classes with instructional specialists. Five elementary
schools had part time certificated visual arts teachers and two elementary
schools had a certificated dance teacher. In 2009-10 new dance and drama
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electives were added at King and Longfellow and a chorus was added at
Willard.

The Music Connection (TMC) is a University of California at Berkeley
student club, formed to provide tutors for BUSD music classes during and
after school. In 2009-10, TMC students assist the music teachers during
the music release classes by working with individual and small groups of
students on technique, and as chamber groups. After school, 85 TMS
volunteers have worked at 10 elementary schools and Willard Middle
School offering individual lessons, small ensemble work and theory
instructions. In addition, TMC arranges Cal Band and Orchestra Nights for
the fifth graders and middle school students, where students participate in
the rehearsal, playing music at a comfortable level. TMC raises all
necessary funds. Parents and students alike have been thrilled with the
musical progress students have made in TMC classes.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

The Berkeley Schools Educational Excellence Act of 2006 (Measure A of 2006)

allocates 7.25% of the available revenues annually:
“to provide student access to quality school libraries which shall be
maintained by providing library staff to operate the District’s K-12 school
and other specialized libraries, and by allocating revenues for books,
materials, services and equipment for the school libraries.” (Para. 3Biia)

BSEP/Measure A funds provide the backbone for library staffing and resources
throughout the Berkeley school system. Addressing every student’s academic
and independent reading needs with a wide range of books, online resources
and integrated programming is at the core of our mission. The library lens of
the 2020 Vision strengthens our commitment to developing 21st century skilled
thinkers and learners throughout the entire Berkeley school community.

During this past year, under the leadership of the District Library Coordinator,
Becca Todd, the “Friends of the BUSD Libraries” committee, which includes
teachers, parents, BUSD and City of Berkeley library staff and community
members, met bimonthly to discuss and support BUSD’s library program. The
following recommendation for the expenditure of the BSEP/Measure A funds in
FY 2010-11 for the Library Program was approved by the BSEP Planning &
Oversight Committee on May 11, 2010.

BUDGET RECOMMENDATIONS FOR FY 2010-2011

Staffing $ 1,309,000
Recognizing the integral role that school libraries play in our children’s
education, the Berkeley Public Schools Educational Excellence Act of 2006
continues the successful stabilization of library staffing which began with
monies from Measure B of 2004. This has allowed a consistent level of service
and support in each of our school libraries. This staffing model shown below is
the same as in FY 2009-10 and all positions are currently occupied.
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District Library Coordinator, 1 @ 1.0 FTE

BHS Teacher Librarians, 2 @ 1.0 FTE/each

B-Tech Teacher Librarian, 1 @ .60 FTE

Middle School Teacher Librarians, 3 @ 1.0 FTE/each

Middle School Library Media Technicians:

King 1 @ .80 FTE, Longfellow and Willard 2 @ .53 FTE/each
Elementary School Library Media Technicians, 11 @ .80 FTE/each
District-wide Central Media Library Technician, 1 @ .80 FTE

BHS Library Media Technician, 1 @ .80 FTE

Total = 6.6 FTE certificated staff; 12.26 FTE classified staff

Summer Extended Day Library Program $5,000
Building on the success of last year’s summer school library program, the
proposal is to continue staffing the library at both BEARS/EDC summer school
sites (Rosa Parks and Washington) for two days per week at each site, with an
increase of an hour per day (5 hours v. 4 hours). Funding one of our District’s
Library Media Technicians to work four days per week during the EDC summer
session June 28 - July 30 with one prep day on June 25, would support our
focus on literacy. This focus yields strong results in the fall by mitigating severe
“summer slide”. The Library Media Technician would provide library visits and
book circulation for the EDC students and staff.

School Library Collections $149,100
Libraries need to provide resources for a broad range of reading levels and be
aligned with content and information literacy standards to promote students’
access to the materials they need for research and free reading. An allotment of
$15 per pupil for library books and materials is proposed for FY 2010-11. The
allocation for the continued development of the district’s audio-visual collection
in the Central Media Library is proposed to continue at $6,000. This is the
same as FY 2009-10.

Family Literacy $3,000
In 2009-10, BUSD Library Services and the Parent Resource Center worked
with two sites to offer the Latino Family Literacy Project, a parent workshop
that provides structure and bilingual resources to establish and augment a
home-reading practice. That project will continue, and in addition a similar
project that utilizes multilingual and multicultural resources will be developed.
The focus during 2010-11 is to develop a preschool family lending library to be
used in conjunction with Family Literacy events at our BUSD Preschools.

Information Literacy and Universal Access $23,000
The district’s Library Program subscribes to several online programs that are
part of the library operations (the Alexandria library automation system) or
provide instructional resources for students and their families (World Book



Online and TeachingBooks.net). These digital resources, which are available to
the entire PreK-12 student body and their families, have yearly subscription
fees for maintenance.

BUSD Library Services maintains a web page of central services for staff and
families at http://www.berkeley.net/library-services which provides links for home
access to our electronic resources. The School Libraries web page links to each
of the individual school sites at http://www.berkeley.net/school-libraries. All of the
library collections of the K-12 schools and the Central Media Library are
searchable online. Each of those libraries maintains virtual library web pages
guiding students to additional resources appropriate for their studies.

Technology Hardware $25,000
Many of our libraries are struggling with computers that have outlived their
upgradeability. In 2009-10 a 5-year computer upgrade cycle was begun,
focusing on the student computers. However, many sites are in dire need of
replacement of the librarian computer as well. Hence the proposal is for a
more aggressive replacement cycle, to continue replacing the student
workstations (four more sites), and also to replace the librarian workstations
(eleven sites), coordinating the implementation with the Technology
Department.

Professional Development $16,000
With these monies, school library staff participates in District, regional and
statewide workshops and conferences to strengthen their instructional and
managerial skills and to stay abreast of developing instructional technologies.
A number of elementary library school staff will participate in the new reading
adoption of Lucy Calkins’ Teachers College Reading Workshop Project (TCRWP)
training in August, as well the San Mateo County Office of Education Library
Staff Summer Training Program. They will also be able to engage in
districtwide professional development initiatives to address the needs of
specific populations such as English Language Learners, low-achieving
students, and GATE students. One extra duty day for staff development for the
Library Technicians is also included in this budget. The District Library
Coordinator also provides ongoing staff development and trainings, including
the implementation of AB 307 about Internet Safety and Ethics, and maintains
the Library Handbook wiki.

Central Library Office $3,500
Ongoing needs such as preparation of Author Study materials, support for the
African American Read In, posters for the California Young Reader Medal,
brochures, materials for professional development, reading promotions, and
transportation costs, are most efficiently handled in the District Library
Coordinator’s office.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

Effective professional development programs—teachers learning successful
educational strategies—have been determined by research to be essential to
improving overall student outcomes. Having data available to allow those
efforts to be focused on immediate needs within the district is also critical.
Technology also plays a role in delivering data to teachers and helping
students learn.

With that in mind, BSEP/Measure A of 2006 specifies funds for these
purposes:

Nine percent (9%) of the Available Revenues of this Measure
shall be dedicated to:

e providing professional development for the District’s
teachers and staff,

e assessing the effectiveness of the District’s educational
programs for improving student achievement, and

e providing and maintaining computers and technology in
schools.

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

The current professional development initiatives in BUSD have been
identified through the work of study groups of teachers and administrators
in previous years, always with the goal of improving our capacity to meet the
needs of out students. The key themes of best practices, cultural
competence, core content instruction in reading, language arts and
mathematics, new teacher support, and support for the students who are
not experiencing success, continue to be strongly evident in this
recommendation for 2010-2011. All of these initiatives are aligned with the
District’'s 2020 Vision.

Strateqic Directions:

e Build a collaborative Professional Development Structure that is guided
by District vision and goals and implemented at the site level.

e Expand knowledge and use of a wide range of approaches to teaching
that lead to high achievement and equitable outcomes for all students.
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Expand knowledge of subject matter in priority areas.

Targeted Content District-Wide:

Expository Writing and Literacy Skills
Numeracy and Algebra Readiness and Success

Universal Learning Support Systems (ULSS) for Students

The priorities for professional development identified above are funded
through a variety of funding sources, including categorical funds such as
Title I and Title I, as well as BSEP/Measure A. However, many proposed

professional development efforts that are either site-driven or completely
funded from other sources, and these are not discussed in this document.

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For the past several years each elementary school has had the equivalent of
one full-time literacy coach to address the specific literacy needs of its
students and staff by providing intervention for students and coaching for
teachers. In 2009-10 the coaches have focused on (a) student writing,
helping teachers implement the Teachers College (Lucy Calkins) K-5 writing
model, a program that has been embraced district wide, and (b) spelling,
supporting teachers’ use of the BEAR Spelling assessment to teach spelling
to students. In addition, the coaches have provided small group and
individual reading intervention for students, utilizing Reading Recovery
strategies.

In 2010-11 these coaches will also be responsible for guiding teachers to
implement the Teachers College Reading program. In the proposed model,
the District will continue to support the sites by funding these positions
using BSEP/Measure A Class Size Reduction funds as well as
BSEP/Measure A Professional Development funds.

A Literacy Lead Teacher at each elementary school, a position that is being
reinstated, will assist with the implementation of the new reading program
(see Stipends for Curriculum Lead Teachers).

Middle School Literacy Coach (.40 FTE) $40,400
District data shows that many middle school students are not yet proficient
in their literacy and writing skills. The recommendation is for
BSEP/Measure A to continue to fund a 0.4 TSA to work with middle school
teachers to support the implementation of a new English Language Arts
program. A lead teacher at each site will work directly with this TSA (see
Stipends for Curriculum Lead Teachers).

Elementary Literacy Lead Coach (.40 FTE) $43,200
The recommendation is for BSEP/Measure A to continue to fund this part-
time position (.40 FTE), designed to facilitate the work of the elementary
literacy coaches, providing training in coaching as well as effective strategies
for teaching literacy skills. In addition to these workshops for coaches, the
position will lead professional development for classroom teachers. This
Coach will also facilitate the administration of district reading, writing and
spelling assessments in grades K-5.

Math Coach for the Elementary and Middle Schools (1.0 FTE) $94,700
In 2008-09 the district adopted new math programs in both the elementary
and middle schools. The District has provided coaching at the elementary
schools to support the implementation of the new program and identified a
full-time classroom teacher at each K-8 site to serve as a math teacher
leader. A coach would continue to be helpful to teachers by facilitating
workshops to deepen teachers’ content knowledge, providing feedback to
teachers based on classroom observations, guiding teachers in the use of
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assessments, and reinforcing the standards that are key to student success
in middle and high school math. The recommendation is for BSEP/Measure
A to continue to support math instruction by funding a full-time math coach
and the stipends for the math teacher leaders at all K-8 sites (see Stipends
for Curriculum Lead Teachers).

BHS Teacher Leaders (.20 FTE x5 = 1.0 FTE) $87,100
Berkeley High will continue to focus its professional development efforts on
faculty study groups in which teacher teams from the small schools, the
smaller learning communities (Academic Choice and Berkeley International
High School) and the departments will participate in a collaborative
structure, such as lesson study, literature study or action research, to
improve instructional practices and student performance. Every member of
the faculty is a member of a study group. The recommendation is for
BSEP/Measure A funds to continue five teacher instructional leaders at .20
FTE each for a total of 1.0 FTE for this effort. These positions are consistent
with the goals of the high school as outlined in the WASC accreditation self-
study and plan.

TSA for New Teacher Support at BHS (.20 FTE) $18,700
First and second year teachers need support and guidance to increase their
competence and confidence in the classroom. Research shows that
supporting teachers in their first years of teaching results in fewer teachers
leaving the profession and also results in more effective teachers. Teacher
attrition in the first five years of teaching is a large problem for all districts,
and Berkeley is no different, particularly at the high school level. A .2 FTE
position will work with the Beginning Teacher Support and Assessment
(BTSA) program to focus on developing the capacity of new teachers at
Berkeley High.

TSA for Improving Instruction Using Data (.80 FTE) $78,000
The District continues to implement DataWise, a software system for student
data management. Datawise provides information on student achievement,
attendance, course enrollment, student demographics, and program
participation. Teachers, administrators and School Governance Council
(SGC) members are requesting training and technical support so they can
utilize the system to interpret results and determine actions based on these
data. The recommendation is for BSEP/Measure A to continue to fund a
part-time position to provide this support.

Professional Development Coordinator (.50 FTE) $56,700
The recommendation is for BSEP/Measure A to continue to fund part of the
Coordinator of Professional Development position, to integrate and

coordinate the professional development efforts contained in this document.
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Teacher Initiated Professional Development $50,000
These funds provide money for substitutes and hourly pay to give teachers
the time and the structure to focus on areas of professional growth that they
have identified as meaningful to them. The intent of this allocation is to
foster teacher initiative and site collaboration in areas that will help close the
achievement gap; topics might include the implementation of the Universal
Learning Support System (ULSS), the new reading program, culturally
responsive teaching, and positive behavior systems. Research shows that
teacher directed professional development is among the most effective
strategies for improving classroom instruction. The recommendation is for
BSEP/Measure A to continue to fund this effort.

Proposed New Professional Development Programs

Stipends for 30 Curriculum Lead Teachers $61,600
These stipends support the work of the Curriculum Lead Teachers in
Literacy and Math: 11 elementary & 4 middle school Lead Teachers (2 @
King) for each subject. (See Elementary and Middle School Literacy and
Math Coaches)

TSA - Instructional Technology Coach (1.0 FTE) $85,400
Instructional technology professional development would provide a broad
range of support for teachers, parents, and administrators. This position
would work to utilize existing and recently selected tools, for example: Holt
Mathematics online tutorials for students; CompassLearning, an online
intervention program available to all K-8 students; Scholastic Reading
Inventory, an electronic reading diagnostic tool; and DataWise, our data
management system. Since 2003, each state approved textbook has
included web based and electronic support materials for teachers, students,
and parents. This new position would provide professional development to
bridge technology tools with classroom teaching in order to provide 24/7
support to all students, parents, teachers, and administrators.

TSA for Universal Learning Support System (ULSS) (.40 FTE) $39,200
ULSS is intended to provide academic and social/emotional support for
students at the first sign of need. It is Berkeley’s model of "Response to
Intervention” (RTI), which is being promoted throughout the state. A recent
study of ULSS indicates a need for district guidance and coordination.
Teachers, principals, and staff are seeking training to develop a more defined
and comprehensive service delivery system to help their students. The
proposal is to provide .4 FTE TSA from this BSEP fund.

Support for Culturally Responsive Schools (.80 FTE) $70,100
There is great cultural diversity in our student population in BUSD, a
tremendous asset for the District. However, in general our teaching and
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administrative staff does not mirror this diversity. There is a need for
guidance in developing teaching and classroom management strategies as
well as a school culture that will bring out the best in every student and
ensure our schools are welcoming to all. Many teachers have already
participated in Sharroky Hollie’s workshops and/or Guided Language
Acquisition Design (GLAD) training, which they have found useful. For
2010-2011 the district is proposing to create a position responsible for
encouraging staff to utilize a greater variety of culturally responsive
techniques to engage more students in learning. This position would also
facilitate focus groups for teachers of color to increase their job satisfaction
and retention, and would promote opportunities for advancing existing
classified staff of color into the teaching profession.

Summer Workshop on K-5 Reading $100,000
The District has contracted with Teachers College at Columbia University to
provide a four-day workshop in late August on the new elementary school
reading program. The program builds upon the successful work that has
been done by teachers in writing using the Lucy Calkins model. Funds will
be allocated to pay the cost of the workshop: stipends for 130 teachers who
choose to attend and for consultants’ daily rate, travel and accommodation.

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Carryover Funding Priorities

The BSEP Professional Development fund is anticipated to have about
$128,000 of Carryover monies at the close of FY 2009-10, available to utilize
in FY 2011. Two factors led to the accumulation of this carryover: 1) the
District’s inability to fill the Middle School Math Coach position approved for
FY 2010, and 2) the use in FY 2010 of residual Professional Development
funds from Measure B of 2004. (The Measure B PD funds are now fully
expended.) Priorities for the anticipated Carryover funds have been
identified and are listed below in ranked order. It should be noted that
salaried positions cannot be funded by carryover funds.

K-12 Math Consultant 15,000
Math Workshop for K-8 Teachers 15,000

Specialized Workshops for Secondary Teachers $35,000
Specialized training is required for certain programs at the middle and high
school levels, including

o Week-long subject-specific workshops for teachers of Advanced
Placement and International Baccalaureate courses;

¢ Five-day College Prep Math (CPM) workshop, designed to help teachers
master the CPM approach which uses inductive reasoning and a
spiraling content. CPM is the standard Algebra curriculum at
Berkeley High.

e Advancement via Individual Determination (AVID) workshops, required
for all identified middle and high school AVID teachers, to learn to
deliver the curriculum in the way it is intended. The AVID program is
designed to increase the number of students who enroll in a four-year
college.

Tools of the Mind Support for pre-K Teachers $57,000
In-service and coaching for the Early Childhood Education teachers are
needed to enable the district to implement a new program of pre-school
strategies that has proven to be effective in preparing students for
Kindergarten. Research indicates that Tools of the Mind helps children
develop specific social and cognitive skills that will lay the foundation for the
children’s success in elementary school.
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Substitutes for Middle School Writing Scoring $15,000
Middle school teachers from all three sites collaborate with their grade level
colleagues in reviewing and assessing student writing. This process has
proven to be effective professional development in helping teachers hone
their skills in improving their students’ writing. BSEP/Measure A funds
substitute teachers to enable classroom teachers to participate in this
process.

GATE Workshop in Differentiated Instruction $15,000
This five day workshop sponsored by the Alameda County Office of
Education, offered twice a year, provides guidance for teachers in
differentiating their curriculum and instruction, helping them develop
strategies to challenge and engage their gifted students. Funds would pay
for registration and either substitutes or stipends for those who attend
during the summer.

Culturally Responsive Teaching Consultants $30,000
Culturally Responsive Teaching workshops and coaching by outside
consultants, such as Dr. Sharroky Hollie, have helped teachers learn
strategies to engage our African-American students in learning more
effectively. The consultants would work in conjunction with the BUSD staff
members who are leading this initiative in BUSD.

Peer Assistance & Review (PAR) Mentors $10,000
The cost of mentors for teachers who request them can be a strategic
investment for the district and have a positive impact on teaching and
learning.

K-12 Math Consultant $15,000
A math consultant, who is highly regarded by math teachers in the District,
will provide workshops for teachers in both content and instructional
strategies, assessments and interventions. The consultant would work with
Math Teacher Leaders and the Math Coach to help us focus on the key
standards to enable students to enroll and succeed in Algebra II.

Math Workshop for K-8 Teachers $15,000
Most elementary and middle school math teachers have already attended a
five-day workshop to help them use the recently adopted math programs to
enable students to master key concepts in math. Funding the cost of
registration and substitutes will allow those teachers who have not yet
participated, including new teachers, to enroll in this workshop during 2010-
11.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

Effective professional development programs—teachers learning successful
educational strategies—have been determined by research to be essential to
improving overall student outcomes. Having data available to allow those efforts to
be focused on immediate needs within the district is also critical. Technology also
plays a role in delivering data to teachers and helping students learn.

With that in mind, BSEP/Measure A of 2006 specifies funds for these purposes:

Nine percent (9%) of the Available Revenues of this Measure shall be
dedicated to:

e providing professional development for the District’s teachers and
staff,

e assessing the effectiveness of the District’s educational
programs for improving student achievement, and

e providing and maintaining computers and technology in schools.
(Para. 3C)

The following recommendation for the expenditure of the BSEP/Measure A funds
for the Evaluation and Assessment (BEA) Department in FY 2010-11 was
discussed by the BSEP Planning and Oversight Committee at several meetings in
April and approved by the Committee at its May 11th meeting.

PROGRAM EVALUATION

As the District implements various educational programs designed to improve
student achievement, staff must be able to assess the effectiveness of these
programs in meeting their goals. Staff perceives the need for data-driven decision-
making as critical, and as a result, the District established the Berkeley Evaluation
and Assessment (BEA) office in 2007 to use data to achieve four major goals:

1. Improve individual teachers’ instruction and individual students’ learning.

2. Improve the ability of School Governance Councils to make decisions about
the effective use of site resources.

3. Improve the ability of the School Board, staff and the public to make
informed decisions about the effectiveness of instructional programs in order
to maximize use of scarce resources.

4. Administer and oversee State mandated and District-wide assessments.
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The BEA Department is funded through a variety of sources including the General
Fund, grant funding (for the completion of required evaluations) as well as
BSEP/Measure A. However, all proposed staff positions focused on evaluation and
assessment are funded, in whole or in part, from BSEP/Measure A monies.

It should be noted that BEA staff regularly provide professional development in
addition to the staff funded through the BSEP/Measure A funds for professional
development funds. We believe that BEA professional development efforts should
focus on developing the capacity of principals, teachers, and other (primarily
certificated) staff as well as School Governance Council members to effectively use
assessment data and assessment tools to further teaching and learning.

Some of the professional development venues include:
e Staff retreats/meetings before school starts in August
e Program Evaluation Workshops for teachers in August (added for the 2010-
11 school year)

e District Staff Development Days (3 times a year) (for example, BEA trained
all teachers in PowerSchool in August 2009, and trained elementary school
teachers on elementary report cards in October 2009)

Wednesday staff meetings (Mondays for BHS)

SGC meetings (at the invitation of the principal)

Parent leadership training (annual event sponsored by Ed Services)

Principals’ professional learning community meetings

Training and support for principals around writing the December/January

data summary for the site

e Events scheduled around district assessments: both assessment creation
and grading sessions that bring together all staff on a grade-by-grade basis

e Mentoring grade level meetings and secondary departmental meetings in the
creation and use of common assessments

Furthermore, there are a few other evaluation and assessment efforts that are site-
driven. These are not discussed in this document.

The staffing model proposed to be funded by BSEP/Measure A Program Evaluation
funds in 2010-2011 is the same as that in the 2009-10 school year:

e Director - 1.0 FTE, Certificated

e Teacher on Special Assignment, K-12 (non-BHS) - .7 FTE
(out of 1.0 FTE)

e Teacher on Special Assignment, BHS - .4 FTE
e Data Technician - 1.0 FTE
e Clerical Staff - .50 FTE (out of 1.0 FTE)

All of these positions are currently filled.
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Director of Evaluation and Assessment (1.0 FTE)

The Director of Evaluation and Assessment designs and implements all aspects of
the evaluation and assessment activities related to student achievement and
program effectiveness, including research/evaluation methodologies, instruments,
data collection, database entry processes, and statistical analysis and
interpretation. The Director works with principals, teachers and parents to
interpret student data and improve student learning.

Teachers on Special Assignment (TSA) (1.1 FTE)

These positions (.7 FTE K-8, B-Tech, ISP and .4 FTE BHS) provide staff
development and technical support to teachers, principals, and School Governance
Council (SGC) members in how to use data and in determining appropriate actions
based on these data.

These positions also provide technical assistance in the implementation of
DataWise, a software system for assessment data management, analysis,
assessment creation and scan-based grading, and PowerSchool, the Student
Information System which replaced SASI in 2009-10.

Technical assistance is provided for teachers and administrators to become more
fluent with these systems and the types of reports that can be generated, such as
data on student achievement, attendance, course enrollment, student
demographics, and program participation.

Technical assistance is provided for using the Test Bank in DataWise (augmented
by Intel-Assess) for creating assessments. This year Intel-Assess was successfully
used for district and high school assessments; in the next year the technique will
be a part of our staff development sessions at school sites.

Summer Work (TSA) (Hourly Extra Duty)

The TSAs for Evaluation come back two weeks early in the summer to provide
teacher staff development and prepare student data reports for schools and
teachers for the opening of the school year.

Pilot Support for Sites

Two elementary schools, preferably Program Improvement schools, will be chosen
as pilot sites for extra attention, using data to improve instruction and program
evaluation, with an emphasis on building capacity at the school sites. The model
for this pilot support has not been determined; a small budget has been reserved.

Data Technician (1.0 FTE) and Clerical Support (.5 FTE)

These two classified positions are responsible for technical support in the Office of
Evaluation and Assessment. They support District assessments; import and enter
data into the data systems; ensure accuracy of data; develop SQL queries and
reports in PowerSchool, generate a variety of other reports and documents; and
develop and maintain various databases and files. (The other .50 FTE of the
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Clerical Support position is funded by the General Fund to manage state-
mandated testing.)

DataWise, Intel-Assess, SPSS, Survey Monkey

The Evaluation and Assessment Office maintains the central repository for all
student assessment information in the district. Currently this data is stored on
servers running DataWise software, and accessed through a web interface by
instructional staff. DataWise is also the vehicle for creating and scanning answer
sheets for district assessments as well as analyzing both state and district
assessment data.

Intel-Assess provides test items that are specifically developed to measure student
mastery of California standards. As a formative assessment, the questions are
intended to help educators improve instruction. The incorrect responses of every
multiple choice item are designed to reveal common student misconceptions. Every
assessment includes a Teacher Rationale document that explains student errors.
In its first year, 2009-10, teachers reported that this service was very useful.

SPSS is an industry-standard statistical package that BEA is increasingly using for
data analysis. The costs include software licenses and training.

The BEA department purchases and manages the District’'s subscription to Survey
Monkey, an online survey tool used by School Governance Councils and other
District offices to collect survey data.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

Technology plays a crucial role in delivering data to teachers and helping
students learn. With that in mind, BSEP/Measure A of 2006 specifies
funds for these purposes:

Nine percent (9%) of the Available Revenues of this Measure
shall be dedicated to:

e providing professional development for the District’s
teachers and staff,

e assessing the effectiveness of the District’s educational
programs for improving student achievement, and

e providing and maintaining computers and
technology in schools.

TECHNOLOGY

The recommended technology budget in BSEP/Measure A for FY 2010-
2011 is similar to the 2009-2010 funding; the staffing model of 6.2 FTE
technology positions funded by BSEP is identical to 2009-2010. Of this
staffing, 5.4 FTE are Zone Technicians, 0.6 FTE supports the full-time
Student Systems Specialist position, and 0.2 FTE supports the full-time
Technology Director position. A modest sum is recommended for hourly
Zone Technician support. This recommended budget was discussed by
the BSEP Planning and Oversight Committee on April 13, 2010 and
approved by the Committee on May 11, 2010.

Technology hardware and software in the schools is recommended to
continue at the rate of $15 per student; a small amount of funds are to be
used for contracted repair services and for district-wide software licenses.

Technology Staffing $503,000

Zone Technicians - 5.4 FTE

The Zone Technicians work with teachers and staff to: 1) keep systems
working, 2) utilize the DataWise and PowerSchool software systems, and
3) help integrate technology with the curriculum. The Technicians also
help technology committees and School Governance Councils make
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decisions about technology at their schools. Of the 5.4 FTE Zone
Technicians, 1.8 FTE are at BHS, 0.2 FTE at B-Tech, 1.4 FTE support the
middle schools, and 2.0 FTE support the elementary schools and
Independent Studies.

Student Systems Specialist - .60 FTE (out of 1.0 FTE)

PowerSchool, the student information system which replaced SASI in
2009-10 is administered by the Technology Department. Beyond
managing basic student information, PowerSchool links with associated
servers for communication to students and families (such as the
principals’ “phone blasts”) and also provides the ability for families to see
their student’s grades and attendance online. The Student Systems
Specialist position, created in 2009-10, supports the numerous software
applications that run on central and web servers. The position also
provides training to teachers in how to utilize Datawise, PowerSchool, and
other applications. It is recommended that the position continue to be
funded jointly in 2010-11 by BSEP/Measure A and the General Fund.

Technology Director - .20 FTE (out of 1.0 FTE)
As in 2009-10 it is recommended that .20 FTE of the Technology Director
position be funded from the BSEP/Measure A Technology budget.

Zone Technicians — Hourly & lllness Substitutes

The Zone Technician positions are ten-month positions. There is a need
for additional technology support in the summer and during the school
year, especially during winter and spring breaks, as well as illness
substitutes to keep systems running. The recommendation is to provide
Hourly Extra Duty and Overtime support, as needed, to support the
technology program.

Technology for Schools, Repairs & Software Licenses

$180,500

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The BSEP/Measure A of 2006 Measure states:
After resultant class sizes meet the [class size reduction] goals
stated above, additional teachers may be added first to allow for
expanded course offerings and then for program support in

schools in so far as the funds permit.
(Para. 3Aii)

On April 14, 2010, the Board of Education adopted your recommendation,
approved by the BSEP Planning and Oversight Committee on April 7, 2010,
for the expenditure of BSEP Class Size Reduction funds in FY 2010-11 to
retain 132.2 FTE classroom teachers in order to achieve the Class Size
Reduction goals stipulated in the Measure, and 8.0 FTE teachers for
“Expanded Course Offerings™—6.4 FTE at BHS and 1.6 FTE for the three
Middle Schools.

The P&O Committee also discussed and approved (on April 7, 2010) your
recommendation for additional funding from the BSEP Class Size Reduction
Fund for “Program Support” teachers, as allowed by the Measure “in so far
as the funds permit.” There are sufficient BSEP CSR funds projected for the
next fiscal year, due in large part to the distribution of some one-time
monies (estimated to be $550,000), to fund the additional teachers for CSR
“Program Support.”

The following recommendation to fund additional teachers for Program
Support in the 2010-11 school year is brought forward now as the
Superintendent’s Budget Advisory Committee has also reviewed this
recommendation (previously approved by the P&0O Committee on April 7,
2010) and agrees to support it:

e 3.85 FTE Elementary School Literacy Teachers/Coaches (.35 FTE per
site).

e 3.8 FTE middle school math teachers to lower class sizes from 28:1 to
20:1 in Algebra and pre-Algebra classes at all three middle schools.

¢ 1.8 FTE elementary school teachers for a .5 FTE allocation (plus .10
FTE prep time for each teacher) to each of three schools: Cragmont,

3.9-C



LeConte and Rosa Parks Schools; this will provide grade-specific time
for students in 3/4 or 4/5 combination classes.

e 1.0 FTE for BHS teacher for the Life Academy.

The costs for these additional teachers for Program Support is estimated
to be $940,100

The total number of additional teachers recommended for Expanded
Course Offerings_and Program Support in FY 2010-2011 is 18.45 FTE.
This is a 1.02 FTE increase over the comparable staffing allocation in
this fiscal year. (The allocation for counselors remains the same as in
this school year.)

This increase is a result of two factors:

1) an increase in the allocation for the Reading Resource teachers at
each elementary site from .25 FTE to .35 FTE. Due to a reduction in
site funds, which are used to match this allocation, some sites need this
additional funding in order to maintain a Reading Resource teacher due
to a lack of matching site funds.

2) an increase in FTE is for “expanded course offerings” to both BHS
(6.4 FTE rather than 6.0 FTE in FY 2010) and each of the three middle
schools (1.6 FTE rather than .8 FTE in FY 2010). This increase was
recommended due to the recognition that secondary school students
need the option of taking additional classes due to increasing
curriculum demands.

Staff projects that a reasonable reserve will be maintained in this Fund
to meet the class size reduction goals through the duration of the
Measure if the CSR reserve is reduced no more than $200,000 to
$250,000 annually.
